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The operator’s manual is an important part of your new grass catcher attachment. It will
help you assemble and maintain your unit for best performance. Please read and
understand all steps for installation and heed all warnings for use of attachment.

To The New Owner

The purpose of this manual is to assist owners and operators in installing and operating the grass
catcher. Please read carefully; information and instructions furnished can help you achieve years
of dependable performance.

The decals on the grass catcher are there to remind the operator about possible dangers the belt and
chute can be if not used properly. These decals are not intended to be used in place of this manual
but instead as an extension of this manual. These decals should not be removed or obliterated.
Replace these decals if they become unreadable.

It is the OWNER’S RESPONSIBILITY to make certain all operators read and understand this
manual and all decals before operating the grass catcher. It is also the OWNER’S
RESPONSIBILITY to make certain that all operators are qualified and physically able individuals
that are properly trained in the use of this equipment.

Advice and cautions on the use of Concord Grass Catchers

All Concord Grass Catchers are tested under many conditions. They are not guaranteed to perform
optimally under any and all conditions.

Depending on the time of year, grass conditions, moisture, depth of cut, speed of mowing or
cleaning and the horsepower available, the performance of your grass catcher will vary. Concord
Grass Catchers perform well in most situations, but not all! During conditions of lush grass, wet
grass, leaves or other factors, you may have to adjust your mowing to fit the conditions. The use
of special high lift blades is also recommended in most conditions. During leaf clean up some
systems work better with mulching blades. Check your system to assure proper grass catcher
system installation.




Clogging, of catchers although infrequent, can happen in any condition. If this occurs, the
collection tube is secured with a rubber strap which allows for cleaning a clog quickly and without
tools. Clogging may occur at the grass pump inlet or in the tube, check both. Removal of the tube
is easier if the hood is in the raised position.

Caution! Always disengage the deck and shut off the engine and remove key
before doing any activity with the grass catcher.

Machines are equipped with many different brands of and horsepower rated engines with various
hydraulic systems. There is for many mowers a point where the weight of the mower, operator,
catcher system and the clippings or leaves can start to effect the operation of the machine and the
life of the drive components. This is particularly true if you are mowing on non-level terrain. If
this should occur you will have to compensate by decreasing depth of cut, not filling the bags or
hopper to full capacity, or slowing the speed of mowing.

Concord grass catchers are designed and manufactured so that they will work on the mowers
described. SMT Integrated Services is not associated with the manufacturer of the mower nor is
the mower manufacturer involved in the adaptation of Concord grass catchers for use on their
machines.

Warranty Registration

As the new equipment owner, you are responsible to see that the Warranty Reqgistration is
fully completed and forwarded to SMT Integrated Services, LLC at the time of sale/delivery.
This will assure FULL VALIDATION of your Warranty Coverage.

IMPORTANT: Any unauthorized modification, alteration, or use of non-approved
attachments voids the warranty and releases SMT Integrated Services from any liability
arising from subsequent use of this equipment.
